YOUNG ALUMNI DIRECTOR NOMINATIONS

We are always looking for motivated young alumni to serve on the Alumni Board. Could you be the next Young Alumni Director? ABSOLUTELY! But how?

It's really quite simple. There are three Young Alumni Directors, each of which is elected to a three year term. These terms are rotating, meaning each year, we gain one new young alumni director and roll off the outgoing one. For example, in 2008, Mike will roll off the Board, and a new young alumni director will be elected to take his place.

Young Alumni Directors can live anywhere in the world and serve young alumni everywhere. We have two primary functions:

a. To provide the young alumni voice and perspective to the overall Alumni Board which is made up of regional (tied to geographic areas) and at-large (tied to constituency groups based on age and ethnicity) directors.
b. To provide young alumni with direction and assistance in mobilizing young alumni around the world to do great things.

So what do we do as Young Alumni Directors?

Directors come to campus for three meetings per year: Spring (for Alumni Senate); Fall (for a home football game); and Winter (in January). While this does mean taking a few days of your vacation (a minimum of six business days, excluding travel, per year), the University picks up the tab for your travel and (more importantly) you are doing important work for and with your fellow alumni.

Good candidates for young alumni director are people who have been active in their local clubs and are familiar with the challenges and triumphs of young alumni "in the field." They would also be good at getting things done - making connections with people and helping them to work better together. The only other qualification is that a young alumni director must, at the start of his or her term, be no more than seven years from graduation. (For example, to replace Mike, candidates must be from the class of 2001 or later.)
